Stop the 8.1% rent rise

The proposed 8.1% (average £7.40) a week rent increase, with the rise in service and
other charges means £10 a week increase. The majority of Tenants’ democratic
District Management Committees rejected these increases on 5" January.

Many tenants would suffer real hardship due to these rises, well over
inflation, while wages, benefits, pensions and other fixed incomes are falling in real
terms.

We call on Camden Councillors not to push through this increase, and instead to
organise joint deputations with tenants, to the Mayor of London and to Government,
to demand:

e renegotiation of the Government rent rise formula

e re-open negotations on the debt settlement — we have paid this debt many

times over through rent and receipts taken by government

e fund council housing capital works backlog as promised
